PRE-ALGEBRA COURSE OUTLINE
1.  Data Analysis

Students will use various methods of organizing, displaying, and presenting data and then use the data to answer questions.

2.  Integers

Students will perform all operations on integers and solve various problems with both positive and negative solutions.

3.  Introduction to Algebra

Students will evaluate formulas and expressions.  Students will also write and solve equations and inequalities as well as explore linear relationships.

4.  Ratio and Proportion

Students will use ratios, rates, and proportions to solve a variety of problems.

5.  Percent

Students will develop an understanding of percent and use this understanding to solve real world percent problems.

6.  Number Theory

Students will use both rational and irrational numbers to understand and solve both concrete and abstract problems.

7.  Geometry and Measurement

Students will review the basic elements of geometry and solve perimeter, volume, area, and surface area problems.  In addition, students will refamiliarize themselves with the metric system.
8.  Algebraic Functions and Relationships

Students will work with functions and develop an understanding and ability to work with polynomials.

9.  Probability 

Students will understand and solve a variety of probability and chance situations.
