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FRENCH GRADE 7 Ms. Gallo White

Course Description

Students will study the basics of the French language including all four skills: listening,
speaking, reading and writing. Specific areas of study include basic language structure,
vocabulary, and aspects of French culture. Seventh grade French lays the grammatical
foundation for the acquisition of more advanced written, conversational and reading
abilities. The present tense is studied as well as the concepts of masculine and feminine
of nouns and adjectives. Topics include but are not limited to: greetings, food, activities
at school and at home, and the family. In the spring students will spend time creating an
autobiographical presentation using pictures and words in a power point presentation.
Throughout the year students will be expected to present skits which they have
memorized to the class. They will be make posters and visuals to reinforce vocabulary
and cultural themes.
