INTER-LAKES ELEMENTARY SCHOOL PROFILE 

DEMOGRAPHICS 

Inter-Lakes Elementary School is located in the Central Lakes Region of New Hampshire.  
While housed in a PK – 6 building, Inter-Lakes Elementary School is comprised of grades PK – 
4. Grades 5 and 6 are considered to be part of the Inter-Lakes Middle Tier (along with grades 7 
and 8, which are housed in the Inter-Lakes Jr./Sr. High School. Three towns comprise the Inter-
Lakes School District: Center Harbor, Meredith, and Sandwich.  According to the 2005 census, 
the towns in which the Inter-Lakes School District is located had a population of approximately 
9071 (http//www.nh.gov).  [Center Harbor:  1108, Meredith:  6615, Sandwich:  1348]  The 
median age of our towns are:  Center Harbor:  44.6, Meredith:  42.5, Sandwich:  47.2.  Our 
towns have median household incomes of:  Center Harbor:  $51,806, Meredith:  $42,758, and 
Sandwich:  $47,292.  With the following families below poverty level:  Center Harbor:  4.4%, 
Meredith:  4.2% and Sandwich:  3.5%.  The unemployment rate in 2005 was:  Center Harbor:  
3.5%, Meredith:  2.9% and Sandwich:  3.1%.  The largest employers in our towns are:  Center 
Harbor:  EM Heath, Inc., Meredith:  Vutek, Sandwich:  Town of Sandwich.

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Special Programs 

Our school offers special programs that help each child meet with success in their academic 
programs.  These programs include Special Education, Title One, and 504 Accommodation 
Plans. 

Special Education 

Over the past two years our special education population has seen some fluctuation, especially 
at the pre-school and second grade levels.  The highest percentage of identified students is at 
the pre-school level, where the percentage of identified students has nearly doubled in two 
years. This represents an increase in the number of students being identified by outside 
community agencies. By law, the Inter-Lakes School District is responsible for educating 
identified special education students between the ages of 3 and 21. Identified 3 and 4 year olds 
are allowed automatic entry into our pre-school program.

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Title 1 

Title I is a federally funded program designed to support educationally at-risk children in the 
areas of language arts and math. Our school employs a team of Title I Para-Educators who 
support identified Title One students in grades K – 4.  This support occurs within the 
classrooms but can also occur as an individual or small group pull-out conducted in one of the 
Title One rooms.
