Demographics

Sandwich Central School is a grade K through grade 6 school located in the Lakes Region of
New Hampshire. According to 2005 census data, the Town of Sandwich had a population of
approximately 1348. (http.//www.nh.gov/nhes/elmi/htmlprofiles/sandwich.html). The Corner House
Inn, Town of Sandwich, Sandwich Home Industries and Mocha Rizin are the major stable
employers in Sandwich.

Sandwich Central School is part of the Inter-Lakes School District. Three towns make up the
district: Center Harbor, Meredith, and Sandwich. According to the 2005 census, the towns in
which the Inter-Lakes School District is located had a population of approximately 9071
(http//www.nh.gov). [Center Harbor: 1108, Meredith: 6615, Sandwich: 1348] The median
age of our towns are: Center Harbor: 44.6, Meredith: 42.5, Sandwich: 47.2. Our towns had
median household incomes in 1999 of: Center Harbor: $51,806, Meredith: $42,758, and
Sandwich: $47,292. Families below poverty level: Center Harbor: 4.4%, Meredith: 4.2% and
Sandwich: 3.5%. The unemployment rate in 2005 was: Center Harbor: 3.5%, Meredith: 2.9%
and Sandwich: 3.1%. The largest employer in each of our towns is: Center Harbor: EM
Heath, Inc.; Meredith: Vutek; Sandwich: Town of Sandwich.

Students

The Inter-Lakes School District as of October |, 2007 serves 1201 students in 4 schools: 420
elementary, 344 middle, and 437 senior high. Five years ago, 1335 students were served by the
district. This 134 student decrease in overall district enrollment during the last five years is

shown below in Figure I.
